Bruntsfield Primary School Parent Council raises funds for good causes, primarily through events organised throughout the school year, from any surplus generated through running the extensive Clubs programme and through one off initiatives.

We are asking that all applications consider how they will evaluate the benefits of their funding request. The Office Bearers will work with applicants to help refine any applications which fall short, so that they have the best chance of succeeding. In the event that an application does not receive approval, feedback will be made available to the applicant.

	Music is a very important part of the development of primary school children. I can’t begin to outline the many proved benefits that learning properly the music language brings to children.
I realize that the school does not count with a Music Specialist and classroom teachers do their best to deliver the curriculum for excellence without much knowledge on the subject.

The materials, instruments and resources listed have not been randomly chosen. I am a music specialist with 10 years experience in education, and I have been more than 8 years applying the methods included in the programme to primary school children through the many after-school clubs, music classes, and private tuition that I have run or coordinated.
I am quite certain that the resources and the implementation of the programme will bring an improvement on music education across the school.

My plan is to implement this programme myself (at the same time as training the classroom teachers) on year 1 to Primary 1 and Primary 2 classes. Then, on year 2, to expand this curriculum to the rest of the school years and to coordinate after-school music clubs, whose curriculum is aligned with the school music programme. This could be an example of a progression by a child starting in P1:

· P1 – Child learns basics of music skills and notation in the classroom through our programme

· P2 – Child joins an after-school recorder club while supporting his learning with the music programme in the classroom.

· P5 – Child gets interested in playing the clarinet and joins group instrumental lessons

· P7 – Child has adquired a very good music foundation in preparation for high school and is a competent player in at least one instrument

I have already been in talks with Jenny Dobbie, who seemed to support the implementation of the programme. And I am of course happy to meet to discuss the details of the actual practical implementation.

A general MUSIC PROGRAMME

for Primary School Level

by Rocio Banyuls-Bertomeu

The general aim of this programme is to provide a solid music foundation for every child in its journey from P1 through to P7, properly developing the main pillars in learning the Music Language:  Pitch, Rhythm, Timbre and Notation.  

This programme will not only help greatly in their future instrument learning, but also it will stimulate them physically, emotionally, socially and intellectually.

Main methods used:

-Jolly Phonics for singing/aural.

This approach follows the principles of the Kodaly method, which basically uses singing to engage the inner ear (the ability to hear musical sounds inwardly/mentally, perhaps the most important factor in the development of real musical ability). 

Through a repertoire of playground rhymes and songs, children learn to identify musical elements such as pulse, rhythm, pitch, loudness and speed. This learning is reinforced through physical actions, creative activities and musical games.

The early years are heavily focused on hearing and identifying musical elements, and as time goes on children learn to perform music and even write their own simple rhythms. The lessons are structured to build key musical skills like listening, singing in tune, developing inner hearing, and ultimately reading and writing music. 

Music Mind Games:

Music Mind Games is an innovative method to teach Music Literacy (reading and writing) to young children. The method includes clever, exciting games, fun and interactive materials and an innovative curriculum. 

The cornerstones of this method is to teach children in a fun an interactive way. Children in P1 will already be writing their own music from the beginning, and by P7 they will be confident readers and writers of the most intricate music score.

Music Listening/Dalcroze

In the section of the programme the children will be exposed to carefully selected repertoire of music that showcases different timbres of instruments, ranging from a broad range of musical styles from different cultures. 

The children will be encouraged to actively listen to the music to discern timbres, but also to “act” the different aspect of the music (changes in volume, speeds, phrasing, melody, pulse and rhythm) in line with the basic principles of Dalcroze Eurhythmics. Contemporary research demonstrates that whole-body movement is an effective way to enhance musicianship, improve co-ordination and concentration, and develop the skills needed to be a good performer. Studying physically, in a group setting, increases confidence, refines the ability to sense and analyse music, and develops auditory memory, communication, expression, and creativity.
The proposed programme consists of 20-30min music lessons for every group structured as follows:

· 15 minutes of Singing (Jolly Music)

· 15 minutes alternating Listening (Dalcroze) and Music Literacy (Music Mind Games)

The lessons should be supported during the week but the classroom teachers with further singing of the songs and listening.

Materials/Resources needed:

· Jolly Music book with cds (one per level – there are 4 levels)

· Music Mind Games classroom set

· Music in CD’s or through Youtube channels.

· Hand-held percussion instruments

· Rainbow chime bars

· Basic learning of music notation including basic rhythms, the different symbols for volume and 5 different terms for speed.

· Children encouraged to compose their own music with the aid of their music notation learning.

· uses voice, instruments and technology to create musical ideas using sound, rhythm, pitch and dynamics, for example, by creating a soundscape or by adding tuned/untuned percussion to enhance a story or a song. 

· Singing songs through Jolly Music Beginners Handbook (p2), and Level 1 Handbook (P3/P4)

· Music transcription through Kodaly/solfeige

· Use of hand-help percussion, chime bars, recorders and ukuleles to play music

· Different styles of music played from a varied array of cultures, for listening, dancing and playing along to.

· Further learning of music notation including treble and bass clef, more complex rhythms, all symbols for volume and all symbols for speed, and some expression symbols.

· Children encouraged to compose their own music with the aid of their music notation learning. And perform the music they have written.
